From humble beginnings, the
gaming and entertainment destination got its start
as a bingo hall established by the Tulalip Tribes in
1983. Recently, the property underwent a two-year,
$130 million construction project that culminated
with the grand opening of a new 12-story luxury
hotel and the 14,000-square-foot T Spa. “The T

influences of the region,” says spa director Norma
Hughes. “Native American-inspired treatments,
along with an environment that emphasizes the
relaxing natural elements of the Northwest, pro-
vide a setting where our guests can leave the chaos
of the outside world behind and emerge feeling
rejuvenated, refreshed, and renewed.”
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To help capture a sense of the Northwest, spa
consultant Lise Corriveau was hired to oversee
the spa’s development. She possessed the ideal
background, having opened several Spa Nordstrom
outposts throughout the country. Corriveau was
also responsible for recommending Hughes for the
position of spa director. Although the architects
and designers were selected based on the overall
resort project, Stephanie Ellis of Interior Design
International (Seattle) was designated the spa's
primary designer. “Stephanie worked as part of
a collaborative effort with the executive staff at
Tulalip Resort Casino to create a unique and spe-
cial experience for spa guests,” says Brett Magnan,
executive vice president of Tulalip Resort Casino.
“Every aspect of the spa was created with a specific
purpose or theme in mind and truly reflects the
environment of the Northwest.”
