Restaurants that receive
awards from the Washington Wine Commission often host promotional events with Washington wines
such as wine dinners and wine flights, and participate in Washington Wine Month. Lastly, in the
category of wine service and staff training, exceptional restaurants will have a certified sommelier(s) on
staff, ongoing wine training and wine tasting programs for staff, a supplemental Washington wine
education class and proper wine presentation, including glassware. The judging panel includes
members of the Washington Wine Commission, Washington State Restaurant Association, Wine
Marketing Professionals and Seattle Business Monthly , as well as Washington wine producers and
individuals from the restaurant industry.
